Jerrold J. Ganzfried, Chair, Supreme Court and Appellate Practice, Howrey LLP; Assistant to the Solicitor General of the United States (1981-1987).  Mr. Ganzfried has argued 15 cases before the United States Supreme Court.

Panelists:


Donald B. Ayer, Jones Day; Deputy Attorney General (1989-1990); Principal Deputy Solicitor General (1986-1988); U. S. Attorney, E. D. California (1981-1986).  Law Clerk to Justice Rehnquist (1976 Term).  Mr. Ayer has argued 17 cases before the Supreme Court, including two cases in the 2004 Term.  He is presently teaching a class in Supreme Court Advocacy at Georgetown Law School.


Beth S. Brinkmann, Chair, Appellate Practice Group, Morrison & Foerster LLP, Assistant to the Solicitor General (1993-2001).  Law clerk to Justice Blackmun (1986 Term).  Ms Brinkmann has argued 20 cases in the Court, including one case in each of the 2002 and 2004 Terms.  She has argued more Supreme Court cases than any other woman in private practice.


David C. Frederick, Kellogg, Huber, Hansen, Todd, Evans & Figel, P.L.L.C.; Assistant to the Solicitor General (1996-2001).  Law clerk to Justice White (1991 Term).  Mr. Frederick has argued 17 cases before the Supreme Court, including three cases in the 2004 Term; and he will argue a total of four cases this Term.  He is the author of Supreme Court and Appellate Advocacy West 2003) and The Art of Oral Advocacy (West 2003).

Edwin S. Kneedler, Deputy Solicitor General of the United States. During Mr. Kneedler’s distinguished 26-year career in the Office of Solicitor General at the Department of Justice he has argued 92 cases before the United States Supreme Court, including three cases already argued in the current Term. 


Richard G. Taranto, Farr & Taranto, Assistant to the Solicitor General of the United States (1986-1989).  Law clerk to Justice O’Connor (1983 Term).  Mr. Taranto has argued 19 cases before the United States Supreme Court and has taught at the Georgetown and Harvard Law Schools. 
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
